Cat Declaw Information

1. Appointments need to be made in advance. This is a procedure that requires the cat to stay the night at the clinic. Surgery is done Monday through Thursday. For example if the surgery is done on Monday, the cat can go home at Noon on Tuesday.
2. Cats over 10 pounds will have an additional charge of $57.75.
3. Declawing is only done on the front paws only. If you want all four paws done, you need to make special arrangements with Dr. Maier in advance.
4. Spay and Neuter can be done at the same time for a discounted price.
5. Litter boxes need to be changed to shredded newspaper for a minimum of 7 days. For older and/or heavier cats a minimum of 10 days. This is to prevent any litter form infecting the paws. Only shredded newspaper can be used. DO NOT use sand, dirt, litter pearls, pellets, regular cat litter, gravel or anything other than shredded newspaper. Please ask us if you have any questions about changing the litter box to newspaper.
6. Keep your cats out of your houseplants. Because of the change of regular litter to shredded newspaper in the litter boxes they may try to use a houseplant for a litter box.
7. Payment for this procedure is due in full at the time the cat is checked out of the clinic.
8. Any blood that is on the cat’s paws need to be cleaned up by the cat itself. If we try to clean their paws it will cause pain and possibly open the surgery site causing it to bleed.
9.  Older cats or heavier cats will require a longer recovery time than a kitten. The may limp for up to one month following the surgery.

10. Declawing is removing the entire nail. This is not a nail trim and the nails will not come back. Once it is done the surgery cannot be reversed.

11. Pain medication. An injection of pain medication will be given to your cat after surgery. Take home medication may be sent home for cats who require a longer duration of pain control. There is an additional cost for these medications and they are mandatory for this surgery.
